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Science Slams Standard Presentations 

Focus on the PowerPoint 

Use specialized, technical vocabulary 

By experts in a particular subfield, for 
other experts in the same subfield 

Focus on the presenter 

Explain key concepts in ordinary 
language 

By diverse experts, for everyone 

Short and dynamic Long and information dense 

At the end, audience claps At the end, audience votes to 
determine a winner 

Include methods, results, and 
conclusions 

Include a beginning, middle, and end

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We tailored the application process to the event. 

Secrets of a Successful Slam 

♦ Applicants used the Flipgrid website to submit a 90-second video “trailer” 
of their proposed Slam talks 

We offered coaching and resources to finalists as they prepared 
their Slam talks. 

♦ Encouraged, but did not require, slammers to employ unconventional 
presentation methods 

We created an engaging, convivial atmosphere during the Slam 
itself.  

We invited researchers from all scientific disciplines to participate! 

♦ Our audience included students, faculty, and staff from 19 campus 
departments and four colleges
